New Mexico Rodeo Association Sanction Contract
Committee/Rodeo _____________________________________________________ agrees to the following:

1.  The Central Entry System (CES) will take entries, work with the Stock Contractor on entry day, coordinate the process and integrate local entries if any, and get the day sheets to you for your program. The entries will be open from 6:00 PM to 9:00 PM on the Monday (usually) before your rodeo.  CES number for entries only:  Timed Events 505-864-9426; Rough Stock 505-864-9427 and Team Roping
2.  Local entry guidelines must be followed if local entries are taken. If you request local entries, we will help you. This does not, however, take place of Central Entry.

3.  A $125 sanction fee is required to approve the rodeo, to be paid upon submission of this contract. The fee is reduced to $100 if the contract is in the NMRA office by April 1, 2024. 
4.  A minimum of $300 will be added to each event. Any rodeo committee wishing to provide buckles to event champions must provide a buckle for all standard NMRA events and may then be allowed to add $200 plus buckles to each standard event. All added monies &/or prizes must be furnished to the field secretary at the committees earliest opportunity or at the discretion of the field secretary. Added money is to be in cash.

a) The NMRA is willing to work with any rodeo committee wishing to add less than the minimum added money requirement – just contact us!!
5.  The NMRA personnel will enforce rules during all performances and slack. Members, Rodeo Committees and Stock Contractors are required to abide by the rulebook, with any infractions being presented in writing before the Board of Directors for disciplinary action.

6.  All NMRA sanctioned rodeos will have no limited entries.

7.  The NMRA will provide a qualified Arena Secretary and will pay for one approved judge. The Stock Contractor must pay for the additional approved judge for the rodeo. The secretary will handle all the books and payout for your rodeo and help the judges and stock contractor enforce the rules. Secretaries and judges will work with the Rodeo Committee in order to keep the rodeo running smoothly. The secretary will need a list of your officers and/or committee members (important).

8.  An ambulance and arena dragging equipment shall be provided by the Committee and present at all performances and slack. Qualified Rodeo Timers for rodeo will also be provided by the Committee/Stock Contractor.
9.  The rodeo will be advertised in our official publication, “The Rodeo News”, and on our website, www.newmexicorodeoassociation.org at no charge to you from the time this contract is received in our office until the rodeo takes place. It is to the committee’s advantage to get this contract in to the NMRA as early as possible to maximize advertising.

10.  Any official sponsors of the NMRA shall be allowed to display advertising material and have airtime (one instance) through the public address system at the rodeo. This is typically a flag or banner with an appropriate announcement, and will be tasteful and professional.

11. The Committee must provide proof of spectator liability insurance, which does relieve the NMRA and Stock Contractor of any liability and responsibility.

12.  Current entry fees are listed above on page 1 of contract. Any rodeo that adds a minimum of $500 per event will have the option of setting the entry fees within reason and with the President’s approval. Please note on the sanction sheet the request for entry fees to be. 
13. There will be an $10 finals fund fee deducted from all contestant’s entry fees. (No exceptions). 
14. There shall be a $15 non-member charge to all non-members entering the rodeo. Local contestants (living within a 50 mile radius) will not be assessed this fee.

15. Any NMRA member entered in the rodeo shall be admitted free to all performances and slack unless other arrangements have been made. Member must show their 2024 NMRA card. 
16. Special Requests:  All special requests must be approved by board of directors and must be within the NMRA rules.
